Our Greater Orange County Chapter invites you to participate in the making of
Memory Quilt - number 3 honoring our loved ones. If you have not had the
opportunity to view our previous quilts, please see the following pages. These
quilts are lovingly handmade and proudly displayed whenever and wherever
possible. Each square, in each quilt, is completely yours. When sewn together,
they tell beautiful stories of loving memories. This project is your gift to the future
that will ensure that our loved ones will never be forgotten.

The quilts start with a 13" X 13" blank square of material. Families and friends are
encouraged to decorate your square (in good taste) remembering your loved
ones with words and pictures, using your choice of art medium. The only
restriction is that nothing can be “glued” onto the square. Use of paints,
embroidery, airbrush, permanent ink, silk screen and hand stitching are
acceptable. The finished art squares must have a 2" border all around for
aftaching to each other and the finished art portion of the individual squares
cannot measure greater than 12" X 12",
